 Science:

To conduct a scientific experiment.
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Scenario:

Rango has made a medicine solution for his stomach upset using salt and water, but in the extremely hot conditions of the Wild West, he is unable to use it. Make your own salt water solution and investigate what happens to it when it gets too hot. Can you think of a way of helping Rango?
Step 1:

Make the salt water solution, just like Rango.

You will need:

One clean jar with a lid or a clean plastic bottle with a lid.

Table salt

Water

Pan

Instructions:

1. Put one cup of water and ½ teaspoon of salt into the pan. Put the pan lid on.

2. Boil for 15 minutes with the lid on (set a timer).

3. Set the pan aside until cooled to a room temperature.

4. Carefully pour the salt and water (normal saline) from the pan into the jar or bottle and put the lid on.

Step 2:

Put the jar or bottle somewhere warm e.g. a warm windowsill or outside in the sun. You need to see what happens to the solution when it gets warm, otherwise you can’t help Rango.) 

Predict what might happen to the saltwater solution. Why do you think this might happen? Keep an observation diary on your solution over the next week to see what happens.

I have attached an observation diary separately for your use in this Science experiment.

Step 3:

After a week of observations, record your final findings. What happened to the saltwater solution when it got hot? Why do you think that is? What can Rango do so that he can use the saltwater solution for his stomach?
